We are
blessed to have children at our church not just once a year,
but all year long! We have volunteer opportunities through-
out the year at all three service times: 8:30 am, 10:00 am,
and 11:15 am, we are always looking for people who love
God and children to join our Children’s Ministry Team!

We have opportunities to help for the summer as well as for
the school year. Curriculum is provided for all classes, ages
2 and 3 through 6th grade. During the summer, we use Live
Big, a DVD based curriculum for all ages. During the school
year, we use Live Big for our Pre-K and Zone 56 classes and
we do rotation Sunday School for44th grades. In rotation
Sunday School, we have shepherds who do not teach or have
any advance preparation, but are the constant in the class
who rotates with the children each week to a different class-
room to experience the Bible story through computers, movie,
art, etc.

If you have a passion for cooking, art, drama, movie, com-

puters, science, puppets, games, storytelling, woodworking,
etc., then you may be interested in leading a rotation which
would teach the children the Bible story using that me-
dia. Much like VBS, the children will learn the Bible story
through different learning activities. A rotation teacher usually
teaches the same lesson five weeks in a row, adjusting it for
age differences. A shepherd is with the children for the
school year.
