Zone 56 needs 
a place large enough to meet together, yet be divided into boys and girls 
for small group discussions.  Nathan and I envision an outdoor pavilion 
which would be used by not only on Sundays and Wednesday evenings, 
but by VBS, our preschool and for other church activities.  
 
        In Sunday School and Zone 56 our children have received boxes to 
collect their contributions to the new building. They are to bring their boxes 
back on Sunday, April 25 th which is Commitment Sunday.  We are not 
asking the children to solicit money, but rather to contribute something of 
their own so they will know that they personally helped make our childrenôs 
and youth building possible.
