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Live As Forgiven and Forgiving People

God created us perfect, in his image. But after sin entered the world, we
needed a Savior. The good news of Easter is that Jesus died on the cross for
our sins and then rose again. Because of his victory, we can have the free gifts
of forgiveness and eternal life.

As forgiven people, God tells us to extend forgiveness to others who wrong us.
That can be tougher than it sounds, espeg
repentant. But God will work on our hearts and give us a desire to forgive
when we ask him for help.

Here are some insights about forgiveness from God and for others:

Children first learn what forgiveness is by
experiencing it firsthand. As kids experience the feeling
of being forgiven, they can begin to forgive those around
them. Eventually compassion will compel them to forgive
as Christ calls themto & whether or not the people who
hurt them are sorry.

Forgiveness is more than |

Christ dearly on the cross. When we forgive someone, we
resist our urge to retaliate, to get even, to make someone
pay for their mistakes. We become vulnerable as we allow
that person back into our lives. And that
loving others.
